Three days before Christmas we sponsored a candlelight vigil for Peace and Justice
in front of our counseling center’s life-size Nativity. It was open to the entire commu-
nity. Prayers for peace and justice were offered, Christmas carols were sung. The
evening ended with people lighting candles for peace and leaving them in front of
the Nativity. Almost 100 people gathered that night. We invited people to stop, offer
a prayer for peace and justice, and then light a candle until Christmas night. By
Christmas night, close to 150 candles were lit for peace and justice. We hope to
make it a yearly celebration.

All of our programs are operating at maximum capacity. My heart aches every time
we have to refer a young person or family to another resource, because we do not
have the space or the personnel to assist them.

The Community House, the heart of our work continues to have a waiting list. The
young people who participate in the two residential programs we offer continue to
do great things. This year we have a young man in his first year of law school. After
his first semester he was ranked number four in his class. We have another young
man who is a first year student at the University of Colorado in Denver. He is doing
very well in his classes, and also enjoying some good skiing. We have our largest
number students to date at St. Joseph's College in Patchogue and at Suffolk County
Community College. Thanks to your generosity, young people who would never
have the chance at higher education are realizing a dream come true.

Pax Christi, our hospitality center for the poor and homeless, is probably our most
challenging work. Most of the poor and homeless do not make most people feel
comfortable. A growing number of our homeless are former veterans who are men-
tally ill or battling addiction. We attempt to do more than just give them a safe,
clean place to be for the night, but rather try to empower them to self-reliance and
independent living. Unfortunately, the resources to make that happen are a few 
to none.

Project Hope continues to work with the transient poor and resistant homeless who
are afraid to deal with the system. Brother Roger is tenacious and compassionate as
he reaches out every day to the most vulnerable and broken among us.

Our Children and Family Center continues to do miraculous things for young children
and their families. A growing number of our referrals come from the court system.
Most of the families that we service have no insurance.

St. Louis De Montfort Academy continues to service the growing number of high
school students who cannot effectively navigate traditional high school campuses.
With limited resources and dynamic leadership, students who would've dropped out
of school have a chance to succeed.

Montfort Therapeutic Residence, our newest program for young people at risk, is
breaking new ground. We have developed a model that has never been tried
before for young people already in trouble with Family Court. We have only been
operational for a year. Although it's premature, our success rate at this point is 
better than 95%. This new program is effective because of its leadership and very
dedicated competent staff.  

Our counseling center continues heroic work with people of all ages who are 
struggling with mental and emotional illness. Our counseling center also acts as a
clearinghouse for people needing other human services. Our staff is excellent in 
networking people into human services that are available.

As we approach another anniversary, be assured of my profound gratitude and
continual prayer for you and your families. Thanks to your generosity, thousands of
lives have been healed, enriched and empowered.
